This
comforted me, funds are just enough and God’s protection is amazing we haven’t heard any noise
during our stay. God’s power is evident since 19 decided to follow God in the water of baptism.

Again, He is truly at work in each of our lives, the humbling experience of sleeping in the tent,
planting, and doing community service for our brothers and sisters in Christ in Kanawan was such
a great experience. Going out of the comfort zone, living a simple life and being thankful with what
you have are learning experience for everyone.

We would love to share with you a short message from a mother of a student from Lakandula High
School shared this; “This is really a turning point for me, | remember the days | hide to Ate Beth
during our Bible Study because | gamble (play cards). Since God appointed me to join this Camp,
I’'m touched by God to stop this practice and start living for Him;”- Helen.
