We had the privilege to visit our brethren in 
Imelda, Marubay and Badiangan Samar 
which is part of the Visayas area of the 
Philippines.  Imelda Samar is known with 
its crops while in Marubay and Badiangan, 
Samar it is known with its sea foods like 
lobster, shrimp, crab and fishes which we 
enjoyed during our stay there.
