Family

While my wife Gladys and | have children, we also have four other children from my late brother
and his wife. In addition, we have four young people that we are currently looking after of whom
one is a convert from another faith. We thank God for the challenges and for God's help in our
lives.

Ministry

| have very busy scheduless, speaking in revival church services in various denominations and
at marriages and funerals etc. Recently, at a young man's funeral, about 50 people gave their
life to Christ in Awonge town. At the meeting three weeks ago in another town, many people
were revived, touched with some gaving their lives to Christ. We had an extended revival
meeting about a month ago that lasted three days. The theme was "HE WHO IS BORN OF
GOD OVERCOMETH THE WORLD". Many things happened, many lives were renewed and
many gave their lives to Christ. On the last day, almost the whole church stood up to rededicate
their lives to God.

Staff

We have a team of 13 staff, three are married with kids, one will be getting married on July 3,
two are on the mission field in Mada and 8 are finishing their school of mission this week; we
also have 3 dedicated volunteers who are part time. God is helping us as a team. Doors of
ministry are open every day with a lot of challenges. Speaking at the ERCC church some
weeks ago on missions, about 25 people committed their lives to becoming missionaries,
though some of them are still students and will need ongoing contact. On the same note, at the
Nigerian Christian Corpers Fellowship (NCCF) a few days ago, about 10 members decided to
become missionaries with 5 of them ready now for mission training.

Physical Needs

God used a lady to provide 2 boreholes for 2
communities who have been suffering from
lack of good water for a very long time.

It was as though Jesus, the water of life came
down physically! Elders Watch Gate, a place
where elders will meet monthly to pray, is
under construction.
