News from the Village Missionary Movement — Octobef011

Dear friends

Our loving greetings, in the sweet name of our Lord Jesus Christ, who is ever alive. | am very glad
to have this contact with you through this newsletter. We pray fervently for you. May the name of
the Lord God be glorified. Now also, | want to share the burdens of the ministry with you. Kindly
pray for us with this burden.

Our monthly magazine ‘Christian Life’ that we publish every month, could not be published this
month due to some obstacles, particularly a financial crisis. We feel sorry for that. Kindly pray
fervently that the monthly magazine will be published without any further obstacles in the days to
come. We have just printed 6,000 copies and published them, but 20,000 are still required, as this
magazine has to the printed in English, Hindi, Telugu and Oriya, the needs are also so much. Many
grow in God’s truth through this magazine.

We feel strongly led to buy the building that we are currently renting. We have been renting it for 13
years. The building is used for different purposes such as an office for our administration work;
training and accommodation for the new missionaries and accommodation for our small children’s
home. We have been looking around for a while, to buy a building to do God’s work in, but it is very
hard to find a building that has multiple facilities and that can be used by Christians in Virudunagar.
We therefore feel led to buy our current property. The cost is Rs.40 lakhs. (£51,000 approx) God
has shown grace to us and we have raised about Rs.11 Lakhs (£14,000 approx) since we have
laboured in prayer over the last two months. Kindly pray that the balance Rs.29 Lakhs (£27,000)
will to be met as soon as possible.

Last month we visited all our missionaries in the state of Andra, Orrisa, Gujarat and Maharashtra.
The missionaries were personally encouraged by these visits. Kindly follow the specific prayer
points cited in the following lines so that your fervent prayers can uphold us. We do pray for every
one of you before the throne of grace.

TAMILNADU STATE:-

This is the state where the major mission work is done. We are reaching nine districts of this state.
We initially reached new villages through the Philip gospel teams. Then we identify the most needy
villages and we start ministry there. The following are the ministries done here in the past months.

Schools Mission:-

Our missionaries hold bible classes two days in a week, getting permission in a rural school
teaching the students. By this, teachers are also touched

Sivakasi field : SCMS,C.S.l Deaf and Dumb
school.

Arupukottai Field :in the rural schools;

Paramakudi field : we taught the scriptures to
the children in the nursing training school;

Sayalkudi and Kamuthi field : ministry among
hostel students.

Chennai field: St.Joseph school,
Ponnamachery and Kollapakkam school.

Sankarankovil field : Aatkondankolam school and Etticherry school.
More than 4000 children listened to the word with zeal.

Hospital Mission:-

Through our missionaries nearly 80 hospitals
are being reached every month.

Our workers go to the hospitals nearby every
Thursday, visiting the patients, preaching the
gospel and praying for them. These patients,
after going home, have welcomed our
missionaries in their villages, to do the
children’s ministry.

Some healing reports: A person affected with
the kidney failure has received healing; an
asthma patient recovered. God is answering
our prayers and is healing people. God is doing
many miracles still. Patients share the burdens
that are on their minds, with tears.

Philip Gospel Team:-

We visit new villages every Saturday by hiring an auto van and the Omni (sponsored by AMEN)
We have reached 218 villages through the Philip Gospel Team ministry in the last month. As of
this year we have reached nearly 3300 villages so far. We need more four wheeled vehicles to
form new Philip gospel teams.

Children’s Ministry:-
Nearly 820 villages have been met through children’s ministry during the last month through our

missionaries. We conduct our Village Vocation Bible School every year for them. We conduct a
small children’s camp by combining the children from ten villages.
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Puppet show ministry in village. Teaching children.

Youth Ministry:

In every village we hold youth prayer cells.
These young people witness to other youth
people. They also take part in Philip gospel team
on Saturdays. They also work together as a
group and witness to the youth in the villages by
loving & caring them personally. We extend
financial help to the youth drop outs so that they
may continue in the college education.



Film Ministry:

Film ministry is the easiest way of spreading the gospel in Indian villages. People come in
hundreds to watch the gospel films. Last month we reached 70 villages with the film ministry.

ANDHRA PRADESH:-

Brother Anand and Brother Augustine visited our Andhra Pradesh Fields, encouraging our
Missionaries. Training was given to the new Missionaries. We selected 22 new missionaries from
the villages that were visited and taught them the Scriptures and trained them as workers. New
land sites have been purchased for building churches in three villages--Sambara, Kavirivalasa and
Gundala Petta. The Church construction has been executed up to 3/4™ part in Bethavalasa. An
amount of Rs. 80,000 (£1000 approx) is needed to finish this building. House prayer Cells are held
in 48 villages. In the rainy season, the children’s ministry that is held under the trees and down the
streets could not be carried out. Therefore, kindly pray that the buildings may be raised soon and
be finished in these targeted fields.

Pray for our Missionary Mary Sannyasammah of Gundaalapettah. She is lame and cannot walk.
Her parents had forsaken her and when we first met her she was desperate even for food every
day. But as she has studied in a Christian school, she had faith in Jesus Christ. We have appointed
her as our missionary two years ago to work in her own village. Now she reaches nearly 55



children in her village. Even a large number of parents attend her prayer cells. When we went
there, we personally felt ashamed because the ministry she is accomplishing there, is more that
what we, with two healthy legs are doing. At present she needs a small building for taking the
children’s class and with a room which could be used as her house. Now she has much hardship
as she has no toilet facility in her uncle’s house where she is staying now. It will cost around three
lakhs rupees (£3,800 approx) for the land and building.

Points for Praise
1. For the ministry which is done among the Kuvi Language folks
2. For the missionary villages that are in the Districts—Vijaya Nagaram, Vizag and
Srikaakulam.
3. For the House Churches that are gathered in 48 villages.
Points of Prayer:
1. The church constructions should be started and finished in three villages where the sites
have already been purchased.
2. That God will mightily use all the 42 missionaries
3. For the needed vehicles and motorcycles to be purchased for the missionaries.

ORISSA STATE:-

We met a village by name of EhuKesali. 30 families live in this little village. It is situated in the
middle of the borders of the Andhra and Orissa States. It is said that it is not in the Government
Schedule. We have started the ministry by putting up a missionary and teaching the people both
the Scriptures and the Secular Education. These people are illiterate. There is no Road Facility.
Kindly pray for these people. We hold house churches in the villages in our targeted areas. Some
families linger to come together to the house churches, as there is the community problems in
these areas, as well it is in the nation as a whole i.e., the lower and upper caste groups differ
themselves in the societies. Therefore please pray to our Lord that this situation should be
changed, that there should be an open-door for carrying out the children ministries, to hold church
services and to construct the churches.

POINTS FOR PRAISE:
1. For the House Churches in 32 villages,
2. For the 40 Missionaries that are working in Kajapathy and Roygadda Districts.
3. For the revival that is stirred up by our Lord God among the Tribal People of Kuvi Sowra and
Gondu that are met by us.
4. For the land that has been purchased for the church construction in the village called Gowri.

POINTS FOR PRAYER:

1. The Church Construction to be finished soon in Gowri village.

2. Land-sites to be purchased in 32 villages and churches to be constructed.

3. An orphanage should be started for the most poor and needy children

4. That God should mightily use all the 40 Missionaries in the entire Orissa State.

GUJARAT STATE:-

In this state we have at present 17 missionaries. They are given training regularly by our visiting
missionaries. Now each missionary is reaching many villages.



God is doing many wonders in the villages. For example, when our missionary prayed for a sick
cow in a village, it got healed. Seeing this, a boy who attends our children’s club asked whether we
could pray for his sick father. His father is also healed because of the missionary’s prayer.

MAHARASHTRA STATE;

God used Brother David Ganesan in the CNI Churches in the city of Mumbai. Still lots of
opportunities are arising to share the Word of God in many places. A new Missionary has come
forward to join us to work. He has been a Presbyter and has served in churches. Kindly pray that
God should do great things through him. Now there are seven full time workers in this state. We
have started to train them. Pray that they may get the vision and do the ministry with power. Pray
that new sponsors may rise to support them.

ANDAMAN MINISTRY

Last month Brother Rajamanickam, with commitment and a sacrificial mind, has gone to Andaman
Islands to do the ministry. Kindly pray for him and his family, for the adjustment of the climate and
that the Lord should use them mightily and the Lord should order a harvest. He stays in Peraar
Kenj; and does the children’s ministry in Vinburley Kenj, Kettal Kenj, Pumpu Plot and Nam Nagar.
People adhere to the Word of God keenly. Kindly pray for his wife Shaila, and their 2 children
Saphthika and Rubus.

Our requests:

1) We need 11 more Philip gospel team equipments.

2) The purchase of office building is a major conce rn for us at present.

3) For the coming Christmas, we need to conduct pro grams in 800 villages. We need s 2000
rupees (£25) for each village. We also need 2000 ru pees for each of the 178 missionary for
the Christmas season.

4) We need sponsors for the purchase of land and co  nstruction of church buildings in
Andra and Orrisa.

Every day so many miraculous things happen in this ministry. In this newsletter we are highlighting

some of those aspects only.

Please convey our heartiest greetings to all the brothers and sisters in the AMEN fellowship and all
the AMEN supporters.
